CHAPTER 2

TRADE IN GOODS

SECTION A

GENERAL PROVISIONS AND MARKET ACCESS FOR GOODS

Article 2.1: Definitions

For the purposes of this Chapter:

consular transactions means any requirements that
goods of a Party intended for export to the territory of
another Party must first be submitted to the supervision of
the consul of the importing Party in the territory of the
exporting Party for the purpose of obtaining consular
invoices or consular visas for commercial invoices,
certificates of origin, manifests, shippers’ export
declarations, or any other customs documentation required
on or in connection with importation;

customs duties means any customs or import duty and a
charge of any kind imposed in connection with the
importation of a good, but does not include any:

(i) charge equivalent to an internal tax imposed
consistently with paragraph 2 of Article Il of GATT
1994,

(i)  anti-dumping or countervailing duty applied
consistently with Article VI of GATT 1994, the AD
Agreement, and the SCM Agreement; or

(i)  fees or other charges commensurate with the cost
of services rendered;
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
